1. Preach Jesus – He is my life, my focus, my heart, my message Phil 3:8; 2 Corinthians 4:5 
2. Meeting People – using a variety of means to meet and become acquainted with students  John 1:35-51 
3. Relationship Building – turning acquaintances into friends John 2:1-23 
4. Investing – building spiritual foundations into ones I hope will reproduce Mark 3:14; John 17:6 
5. Blessing – my ministry is about bringing blessing to all those with whom I interact  Matthew 9:35-37

6. Prayer  -  Living with the reality that his is war & this is for the world Luke 22:31,32; Psalm 2:8  
7. The Word – Know it, Live it, Give it 2 Timothy 2:15; Ezra 7:10

8. The Holy Spirit – Where He is, there is life John 6:63 

The Complementary Essentials of a Navigator Ministry 

9.  Events – They serve relationships, don’t define them (attendance: not the goal) Luke 2:41 
10.  Tools – They serve us, we do not serve them (conformity is not the goal) Mark 7:8,9; 1 Timothy 4:8,9  
11.  Planning – It’s a “leader” thing Isaiah 32:8 
12.  Practitioner and Leader– I do this and I lead others in doing this Acts 16:1-6 

The Results of a Navigator Ministry 

13.  Disciples – people who follow Jesus Christ 
14.  Laborers – disciples who share Christ with the lost & who help other disciples grow in Christ 
15.  Insiders – laborers who are among the lost for the sake of the lost 
16. Apostles – laborers who are sent among the lost for the sake of reaching the lost 
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
